Paul Responds to 2 Common Corinthian Mottos

1) A false-view of FREEDOM—«All things are lawful for me!” (v.12)
- Self-indulgence leads to many
- You’re not as free
- Not every action is of equal

- Whatever we give ourselves to...begins to us.
- Unrestrained freedom is really a .

- Terrible Irony: The things we consume... us!
- Unrestrained freedom is a with many names!

2) A false-view of the BODY—*“Food for the stomach, stomach for food!” (v.13)

- For the Corinthian the “form” of sex doesn’t

1) Your body has a . (v.14)

2) Your body to God. (v.13)
* We are no longer the of our own ship.
