1- Idols inadequately God’s majesty.
- You can have ME!

2- Idols God’s Sovereignty.
- Idolatry is subtle—Looking to provided things, instead of the Provider.
- | Samuel 4—The Ark and Israel’s fatal miscalculation.

3- Idols God’s love.

- Worship, devotion is at stake—Whatever we seek to meet our need, becomes what we
adore.

- What do you treasure?

- Idolatry can be so subtle.

- Missing the Provider for the provision, the Blesser for the blessing.
