activity.  Real friendship.  Growing friendship. 
 
B. The Prayer Covenant is only one way of deciding and asking Jesus to be Lord.  Other 

prayers can accomplish the same goal.  The key is the heart.

A.  “I give them eternal life.” 
 
   B.  “They shall never perish.” 
 
   C.  “No one can snatch them out of my hand” or my Father’s hand.  Our destiny is 
secure.
